THE BUG THAT ATE CALIFORNIA





George Bush may not be the only American who will not eat broccoli this winter. The fertile farm regions of southern California provide most of the nation’s winter produce supply. But since last month, farmers in the area have been plagued by an infestation of the poinsettia white fly, and have been watching helplessly as the little pest destroys almost everything it finds. This will result into a lot higher prices of food in the United States, a great deal more imports of broccoli and more misery for the poor American farmers.





The flies are so small that five of them can fit on the head of a pin. They are so numerous that their swarms look like dark clouds of a storm. Farmers must wear masks when working in the field. “They come in such large swarms it is impossible to estimate their number”, says Malcolm Hell, an adviser from the University of California.





Infestations of such unwelcome pests are nothing new to California, but this new fly may be the most devastating insect to hit the state’s multi-billion-dollar agricultural industry.





For recording through circuit line proceed as follows:





Connect both recorders to the mains.


Locate the connecting cable, which should have identical plugs at both ends.


Select one of the recorders for emission; locate the external speaker outlet and plug the cable in.


Locate the auxiliary input on the recorder selected for recording and plug in.


Place the tape you wish to reproduce in the emission recorder and select the point from which you will begin emission. 


Place virgin cassette on the recorder selected for recording.


Turn on both recorders.


Simultaneously, press the "Play" button on the emission recorder and the "Play" and "Record" on the recording one.


If you wish to listen to the material while recording, locate and switch on the monitor lever.


Volume will be adjusted automatically by the "auto record" system.
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
